member Laura Lein-
vencner (www.lau-

ralein-svencner.com) enjoys the
process of building her work
from multiple elements. “I'm
interested in piecework —
working with my hands in
ceramics, printing or carving things out,” states the 48-year-old
artist from Darien, Illinois. In her collage works, Lein-Svencner
gathers a variety of papers, and puts them together on surfaces
such as watercolor paper, wood assemblages or canvas. She also
incorporates acrylics, gesso, polymers and heat transfers.

Lein-Svencner became interested in collage 12 years ago,
when she took an evening class. She showed a natural aptitude for
the medium. Her instructor told her she had something and
encouraged her to continue exploring.

“I did some self-study with the collage,” recalls Lein-
Svencner. “At first, | chose found papers mainly. Then | started
manipulating the papers — making something else out of the
found paper and then incorporating that into the work.”

Three years later, Lein-Svencner felt comfortable enough to
start teaching others her techniques. For nine years, the artist has
been teaching collage to adults at the La Grange Art League in La
Grange, lllinois. This year, she started another class at the nearby
Naperville Art League. Teaching has been a great source of cre-
ative stimulation for her.

“It fills me up when I can share something, watch someone
take what I've shown them and then watch as they go a little bit
further,” she states. “When they share it with the students next
to them, it becomes this wonderful inspiration for everybody in
the class.”

Lein-Svencner has had many repeat students over the years,
keeping her on her toes and challenging her to refine her tech-
nique so she can show them something new.

“I'll create different kinds of assignments,” she explains. “It
pushes me to experiment in my own work, and bring my work to a
different level.”

Lately, Lein-Svencner has been creating works based on liter-
ary themes. Her current series draws inspiration from the book
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Thirteen Moons on Turtle’s Back
by Joseph Bruchac and
Jonathan London — a collec-
tion of stories from various
Native American tribes. Each
story relates to the lunar calen-
dar and passing of the seasons.
Lein-Svencner interprets each
chapter as one work, effectively
supplying her own illustrations
for the book. “Maple Sugar
Moon,” a tale passed down
among the Anishinaabe peo-
ple, became the basis for her
work Maple Sugar Moon, Lazy
People. So far, Lein-Svencner
has completed four of 13 works
from the series. As she does
with her students, Lein-
Svencner uses the narrative to
give herself assignments.

“This was a challenge for me,” she explains. “I go (to the
book) and ask myself, ‘What was it that | was attracted to? From
this story, what inspires me?” And then I pull from there.”

When she’s not in her studio or teaching, Lein-Svencner
spends her time networking with other artists. Three years ago, she
joined Art Tribe, what she describes as “an art marketing group”
comprised of eight other female artists. The group hosts meetings
in each other’s homes.

“Art Tribe has been meeting for over 10 years; I'm kind of a
newbie,” she laughs.

Each month the group meets for a brunch or a dinner. For
each meeting, the ladies bring their calendars, and after the
meal, share how their careers are progressing and what shows
they have coming up. They also exchange information about
their various contacts.

“Different members are at different levels, and it’s exciting for
us who haven't got to that level yet because we're following along
with them,” Lein-Svencner states. “We younger members can turn
to the people who have experience.”

The younger members have greater knowledge of social net-
working and the Internet, so they contribute their skills in this
regard. Overall, Lein-Svencner has found Art Tribe to be an
invaluable career resource.

“If I'm having trouble with something, | can just pick up the
phone and give them a call,” she states. “There’s someone who is
in the same field as | am, who can understand and who can help
guide me through problems.” AC
